Judging  again  by  Liberal  records  in 
the  last  parliament,  100,  or  even  a  little 

less,  is  a  fair  attendance  for  the  min- 
isterial party,  so  that  the  Conservative 

turnout  was  quite  normal.  The  ma- 
jority   was    52,    far   above   normal. 

The  situation  Is  that  the  Liberals 

gave  a  very  half-hearted  support  to 
the  policy  of  the  fight  over  the  tariff 
commission  bill.  They  did  very  badly 

in  the  debate.  They  declaimed  against 

•'high  protection,"  but  admitted  that 
they  themselves  were  protectlonslsts. 
They  could  make  out  a  case  only  by 

assuming  that  the  men  whom  the  gov- 
ernment will  appoint  as  commissioners 

will  be  thoroughly  unworthy  persons.
